Qualification Requirements

To be qualified for award of Contract, the tenderer shall provide evidence satisfactory to the Employar of thei
eligibility under Sub clause 2.1. above and of their capability and adequacy of resources to effectively carry out the
subject Contract.

the items, including all costs and expenses which may be necessary and all general risks, liabilities and obligations set
forth or implied in the documents on which the tender is based. All duties, taxes and other levies payable by the
Contractor under the Contract, or for any other cause prior to the deadline for submission of tenders, shall be included
in the rates and prices artettotal Tender Price submitted by the tenderer.

Each price or unit rate inserted in the Bills of Quantities should be a realistic estimate for completing the activity or

activities described under that particular item and the tenderer is advised agsrisig a price or rate against any

item contrary to this instruction.

Every rate entered in the Bills of Quantities, whether or not such rate be associated with a quantity, shall form part of
the Contract. The Employer shall have the right to calbforitem of work contained in the Bills of Quantities, and

such items of work to be paid for at the rate entered by the tenderer and it is the intention of the Employer to take full
advantage of unbalanced low rates.

Unless otherwise specified the tenetemust enter the amounts representing 10% of théosalof the summary of the

The tendeneshall furnish with his tender written confirmation from his suppliers or manufacturers of basic unit rates
for the supply of items listed in the Conditions of Contract clause 70 where appropriate. The Employer may require the
tenderer to justify such tes so obtained from the suppliers or manufacturers.

The rates and prices quoted by the tenderer are subject to adjustment during the performance of the Contract only in
accordance with the Provisions of the Conditions of Contract. The tenderer shakteothp schedule of basic rates

Price variation requests shall be processed by the procuring entity within 30 days of receiving the request.

11. Currencies of Tende and Payment
Tenders shall be priced in Kenya Shillings and the tender sum shall be in Kenya Shillings.

Tenderers are required to indicate in the Statement of Foreign Currency Requirements, which forms part of the tender,
the foreign currency required byh e m. Such currency should generally be
main office. However, if a substanti al portion of th
countries other than his country of origin, thes inay state a corresponding portion of the contract price in the
currency of those other countries. However, the foreign currency element is to be limited to two (2) different
currencies and a maximum of 30% (thirty percent) of the Contract Price.

The rde or the rates of exchange used for pricing the tender shall be the selling rate or rates of the Central Bank ruling
on the date thirty (30) days before the final date for the submission of tenders.

Tenderers must enclose with their tenders, a brieffipgtton of the foreign currency requirements stated in their
tenders.

12 Tender Validity

12.1 The tender shall remain valid and open for acceptance for a period of ninety (90) days from the specified date of
tender opening or from the extended daftéeender opening (in accordance with clause 7.3 ere above) whichever is the
later.

In exceptional circumstances prior to expiry of the original tender validity period, the Employer may request the
tenderer for a specified extension of the period ofditgli The request and the responses thereto shall be made in
writing or by cable, telex or facsimile.

22 Clarification of Tenders

22.1 To assist in the examination, evaluation and comparison of tenders, the Employer may ask tenderers
individually for clarification of th& tenders, including breakdown of unit prices. The request for clarification and the
response shall be in writing or by cable, facsimile or telex, but no change in the price or substance of the tender shall be
sought, offered or permitted except as reggiito confirm the correction of arithmetical errors discovered by the
employer during the evaluation of the tenders in accordance with clause 24.

22.2 No tenderer shall contact the Employer on any matter relating to his tender from the time of thegenitg
to the time the Contract is awarded. If the tenderer wishes to bring additional information to the notice of the
Employer, he shall do so in writing.

23 Determination of Responsiveness

23.1 Prior to the detailed evaluation of tenders, Ehaployer will determine whethezachtenderis substantially
responsive to the requirements of the tender documents.

For the purpose of this clause, a substantially responsive tender is one which conforms to all the terms, conditions and
specifications ofhe tender documents without material deviation or reservation. A material deviation or reservation is
one which affects in any substantial way the scope, quality, completion timing or administration of the Works to be
undertaken by the tenderer undee ontract, or which limits in any substantial way, inconsistent with the tender



documents, the Employerds rights or the tenderers obli
affect unfairly the competitive position of other tendsngho have presented substantially responsive tenders.

Each price or unit rate inserted in the Bills of Quantities shall be a realistic estimate of the cost of completing the works
described under the particular item including allowance for overheaolfits pnd the like. Should a tender be
seriously unbalanced in relation to the Employer s est
items, the tender shall be deemed not responsive.

A tender determined to be not substantially oaspve will be rejected by the Employer and may not subsequently be
made responsive by the tenderer by correction of theapnforming deviation or reservation.

24 Correction of Errors

Tenders determined to be substantially responsive shall iecked by the Employer for any arithmetic errors in the
computations and summations.rds will be corrected by th&mployer as follows:

Where there is a discrepancy between the amount in figures and the amount in words, the amount in words will govern

Where there is a discrepancy between the unit rate and the line item total resulting from multiplying the unit rate by the
quantity, the unit rate as quoted will prevail, unless in the opinion of the Employer, there is an obvious typographical
error, inwhich case adjustment will be made to the entry containing that error.

In the event of a discrepancy between the tender amount as stated in the Form of Tender and the corrected tender figure
in the main summary of the Bills of Quantities, the amountadedin the Form of Tender shall prevail.

The Error Correction Factor shall be computed by expressing the difference between the tender amount and the
corrected tender sum as a percentage of t himeGosiandect ed
Provisional Sums.

In order to attain these objectives, Works should be itemized in the

Bill of Quantities in sufficient detail to distinguish between the
different classes of Works, or between Works of the same nature
carried out in different locations or in other circumstances which may

give rise to different considerations of cost. Consistent with these
requirements, the layout and content of the Bill of Quantities should

be as simple and brief as possible.

The Bills of Quantities should be divided generally into the following
sections:

€) Preliminaries.

The preliminaries should indicate t he inclusiveness of the unit prices,
and should state the methods of measurement which have been
adopted in the preparation of the Bill of Quantities and which are to

be used for the measurement of any part of the Works.

The number of preliminary items to be priced by the tenderer should
be limited to tangible items such as site office and other temporary
works, otherwise items such as security for the Works which are

primarily part of the Contractor 6s obl i gations shoul

(b) Work Items

0] The items in the Bills of Quantities should be grouped into
sections to distinguish between those parts of the Works which
by nature, location, access, timing, or any other special
characteristics may give rise to different methods of
construction, or phasing of the Works, or considerations of cost.
General items common to all parts of the Works may be
grouped as a separate section in the Bill of Quantities.

All steel is to be wire brushed and any loose scale, dirt or grease shall be
removed before any painting is commenced. One coat of red oxide primer
type A to B.S. 2523 shall be applied at the shop.

Any damage to the printing paint shall be made good to the Architects
satisfaction.

Fixing of Steel Grilles

Fixing of metal grilles shall include for assembling and fixing, including
screwing to sub -frames or cutting mortices for lugs in concrete or walling
and running with cement mortar 91:4 ), bedding frames in similar mortar,
pointing in mastic, bedding sills, transoms and mullions in mastic, making
good finishings around both sides and fixing, and adjusting all fittings and
frames.

paint being used.

Where it is not evident that the first or best quality of paint is being used,
the Architect will order the removal of such materials from the site and
rectification of any work executed with those materials, all at the
Contractors expense.

Same makers materials used for coating

While materials for the work may be obtained from several makers,
undercoats and finishing coats for a particular surface must be obtained
from the same maker, (i.e. one makers undercoat).

Remedying defects due to defective materials

All materials, which in the opinion of the Architect are unsatisfactory

shall be immediately removed from the site and any work executed with
such defective materials shall be made good by the Contractor, at his
expense, to the satisfaction of the Architect.

Emulsion paint

Emulsion paint (interior and/or exterior), shall have a P.V.A. base and shall

be of an approved brand. The first coat shall be thinned in accordance with
the manufacturer 0 snstructions.
